Our most commonly asked questions and their answers!

Q. Will I be in a class right for my French level?
A. Yes, before camp we ask parents to give us as much information as possible
about your level of French. If we haven’t got it quite right, on Monday morning,
everyone takes part in a small evaluation to help make those final changes.
